Principal 
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Context  
Narrogin Primary School is located in the town of Narrogin 190km South East of Perth and 
has been providing education to students for over 100 years.  Students are catered for 
from Kindergarten to Year Seven and come from the town and surrounding farming 
communities.  The school has 340 students with around 25% Aboriginal.  The 38 highly 
dedicated staff operate successful programs that include: School Chaplaincy, Academic 
Extension, Aboriginal Literacy and Numeracy Support, Getting it Right Literacy/Numeracy 
and Primary Science, Young Leaders and Early Language Focus.  Specialists teach in the 
areas of Physical Education, Indonesian, Aboriginal Education, Visual Arts and Music.  
The school has an undercover assembly area, computer laboratory and canteen.  It now 
boasts a new Library and Arts Centre.  Narrogin Primary students consistently out perform 
students from like schools in national testing and enjoy regular success, receiving a 
diverse range of local and state awards. These include State Premier awards for Reading 
and awards for Academic Excellence in History.  The school's outstanding dedication to 
Aboriginal Education has been recognised with four Partnership, Acceptance, Learning, 
Sharing (PALS) Awards, a national ‘Dare to Lead Award’, the WA Milton Thorne Award for 
Indigenous Education and Narrogin Primary School becoming a hub school for Stronger 
Smarter Learning Communities.  These successes have been acknowledged in a very 
high approval rating from the parent body.   
 

Student Achievement      
 

2011 Priorities  (for further details refer to the data showing pro gress on school priorities) 
Literacy – Reading and Writing 
Overall, the school continues to perform above like schools in national assessments.  We 
are particularly pleased with our results in writing with growth improvement well above 
Australian averages.  The results of our recently developed whole school spelling program 
is proving effective in the context of writing.   
 

Mathematics - Number 
Mathematics has been an ongoing priority for Narrogin Primary School.  As a result we are 
seeing continued sustained success in this area with NAPLAN results above those of like 
schools.  Mathematics will continue to be a major area of focus in 2012. 
 

Behaviour Management  
The Five Step School Behaviour Management Plan is now embedded in our school.  The 
school continues to maintain a safe learning environment for our students.    
 

2012 Priorities 
Literacy –Reading, Grammar and Punctuation 
The school has identified Reading and Grammar and Punctuation as a major focus in 
2012 as a result of the analysis of 2010 and 2011 NAPLAN data.  A whole school 
Grammar and Punctuation Policy was implemented in Semester Two 2011 and it is 
expected that this will have a positive influence on results.  Teachers will begin working 
towards the implementation of the Australian Curriculum in English. 
Numeracy – Number (Algebra) and Space 
Number with an emphasis on Algebra will be a school priority in 2012.  As a result of 
analysis of data, Space will also be a priority.  Teachers will begin working towards the 
implementation of the Australian Curriculum in Mathematics. 
The Whole Child 
With a priority on the whole child in 2012, we will be monitoring: Behaviour Management; 
Students at Educational Risk; and the emotional health and well being of our students. 
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Teacher Judgements 
These graphs show the percentage of A-E grades given by teachers in English and 
Mathematics for Semester Two student reports.  Most students received C and B grades. 
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Prehistoric times at the Narrogin Spring Festival 
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Reading 
The solid lines (our school) show our comparative performance against other like schools 
(dotted lines) across the years.  WALNA (pre 2007) involves different assessments to 
NAPLAN (2008+).  WALNA and NAPLAN should not to be compared to each other.  This 
graph shows our school has achieved above like schools in reading over the past few 
years. Reading will be a priority area for 2012 with a particular emphasis on capacity 
building in Years Five and Seven.  Year Three achieved excellent results. 

Numeracy  
This graph shows better results than like schools in Numeracy in Year Three, with Years 
Five and Seven comparative to like schools.  A whole school focus on improvement in 
Numeracy results and alignment with the National Curriculum is a priority for 2012. 
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Writing 
 
These graphs show how we compare to like schools in Writing, which has again been our 
focus for 2011.  We exceeded like school results in Years Three, Five and Seven with 
more students in the top 20%, and a lesser percentage of students in all years in the lower 
20%.  In 2011, 50% of Aboriginal students were at or above the national minimum 
standard in writing, a significant improvement on previous results.  In 2012 we will 
concentrate on improving spelling, punctuation and grammar in the context of writing.     
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Spelling 
Spelling in the context of writing has been a priority area in 2011.  A whole school spelling 
and word study program has been implemented with some improvements in results 
evident.  With the spelling and word study program now fully implemented, further 
improvements are anticipated.  There is potential to increase the number of students 
achieving in the top band scales in all year groups.

Year Three students performed better than both like schools and the state in 2011 with a 
high percentage of students achieving from band scales five to ten and less in band scales 
one and two. 
 
 

 
 
 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
There was a high percentage of students who were in band scales one to three, with all 
Aboriginal students scoring within these band scales.  This will be an area of focus in 
classes and the ATAS program in 2012.   
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There were a lower percentage of Year Seven students who achieved within band scales 
one to five in comparison to both like schools and the state.  This result would indicate an 
overall improvement since the implementation of Narrogin Primary School’s whole school 
Spelling Policy. 

 

Punctuation and Grammar  
A grammar and punctuation policy was implemented in Semester Two 2011.  A whole 
school approach and scope and sequence should improve results in all year levels. 
 

Percentage of students in each Proficiency Band 
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Twenty nine percent of Year Three students scored within the upper Band Scales six to 
ten which is significantly better than like schools and the state.  There were several 
students in Band Scales one and two – mainly Aboriginal students.  NPS is working on 
improving these students’ results when they will be assessed as Year Fives in NAPLAN 
2013. 
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38% of Year Five students achieved in band scales seven to ten which is better than like 
schools and state results.  All Aboriginal students were within band scales one to three – 
this will become an area of focus in 2012, with an expected improvement in results for 
these students in 2013 NAPLAN. 
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Year Seven results were just above Like Schools.  For 2012 we will focus on improving 
results for males and Aboriginal students. 
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 Students dancing at P&C Annual Lapathon 
State Monitoring Standards Assessment for Science a nd Society and Environment 
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Narrogin Primary School achieved results close to the state in both Years Five and Seven.  There were a significant 
number of Year Five students who achieved in the bottom 20% - this will be an area for focus and improvement for 
these students prior to testing in Year Seven in 2013.  Most Year Seven students achieved within the average band 
range.

Attendance for Narrogin Primary School was similar to like schools in 2011, but overall the 
percentage of students who are attending 90% or more of the time was less than in recent 
years at NPS.  Strategies will be implemented in 2012 to address this downward trend.  
Our aim is for most students to attend at least 90% of the time.  Students at severe and 
moderate risk are on attendance plans.
